ASPARAGUS FETTUCINE 
 
Try this during the winter months - 
 
Ingredients: 
 
250gms Spinach Fettucine 
30gms Butter 
1 Onion finely sliced 
3 Rashers Bacon thinly sliced 
300gms Zucchini thinly sliced 
1 Cup Cream 
1 Cup grated cheese 
1 x 340gms can Asparagus cuts, drained 
2 Tablespoons chopped Parsley 
Pepper. 
 

 
Method: 
 
Melt butter in pan, add onion and bacon.   Cook 
stirring over medium heat until bacon is cooked.   
Stir in zucchini & cook until tender.   Reduce 
heat, add cream, cheese, asparagus cuts and 
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parsley, sprinkle a bit of pepper - cook for a few 
minutes.
